JANE (Re: Dennis and ChrisÕ stand-offishness and 
everyone on everyone elseÕs nerves), DAVE 
STARKEY (used to be on ski patrol at Cranmore 
and at Wildcat and taught skiing at CranmoreÑ
Bouie wanted him to teach at Loon since kids 
learned so much from him) AND TYSON (Just 
broke up with girlfriend of 3 years).
