PRAYER LETTER
October, 2008

1 What other nation is so great as to have their
gods near them the way the Lord our God is
near us whenever we pray to him? (Deut. 4:7)
Pray for Brian Fullerton. The MRI showed some
positive changes from the last radium treatment.
There are still about 7 spots they want to target, so
they will go after them next Wednesday, Oct.

2. As for me, far be it from me that I should sin
against the Lord by failing to pray for you (I
Sam. 12:23a). Pray for Connie as she remains
close by the side of a dear friend who is near
death. Pray that she would have the strength she
needs during this process.

3. Hear the supplication of your servant and of
your people Israel when they pray toward this
place (I Kings 8:30a). Pray for Elizabeth Smith
who has inoperable tumors in the area of her chest
and collarbone. Pray for a miracle of healing in her
life and that they would stop growing.

4. Hear from heaven, your dwelling place, and
when you hear, forgive (I Kings 8:30b). Pray for
Dardo Berrospe of Montevideo, Uruguay who was
diagnosed with brain cancer, that he would win
this battle and that he would have God’s peace no
matter what the outcome.

5. If my people, who are called by my name,
will humble themselves and pray and seek my
face and turn from their wicked ways, then will
I hear from heaven and will forgive their sin
and will heal their land (2 Chron. 7:14). Worship
service. Pray for great weather, that the Lord
would lead to us those whose hearts are open, and
that the Holy Spirit would do his work. Attending
Bible study in the evening.

6. Listen for my cry for help, my King and my
God, for to you I pray (Ps. 5:2). Pray for Judy,
who has cancer and is undergoing treatment, that it
would go into remission.

7. Therefore let everyone who is godly pray to
you while you may be found (Ps. 32:6). Day off.

Pray for Prudy and Frank, an elderly Christian
couple who are dealing with health issues and need
to be in assisted living, but are fighting it.

8. Then you will call upon me and come and
pray to me, and I will listen to you (Jer. 29:12).
Pray for Brian Fullerton, who is going in for a
spinal tap to make sure that the cancer hasn’t
entered his spinal column. If it has, it’s over, so
pray that the result will be negative.

9. Pray that the Lord your God will tell us
where we should go and what we should do (Jer.
42:3). Pray for the ministry at Sunday River ski
resort. They are being asked to vacate a building
presently being used for services and relocate to a
place whose location would discourage attendance.
Pray that the new management of Sunday River
would come to recognize the value of supporting
the current ministry being led by Rev. Donald
Coverdale to include making land available for an
interfaith chapel.

14. On reaching the place, he said to them,
“Pray that you will not fall into temptation”
(Luke 22:40). Pray for Lenny, that he would seek
God’s help for his weight problem.

15. We do not know what we ought to pray for,
but the Spirit himself intercedes for us with
groans that words cannot express (Rom. 8:26b).
Pray for Mark, that he would find a life-changing
relationship with Jesus Christ. The emptiness in
his life has translated itself into a dependence on
drugs and alcohol. He comes from a Christian
home.

16. I pray also that the eyes of your heart may
be enlightened in order that you may know the
hope to which he has called you (Eph. 1:18).
Pray for Julia and her boyfriend Trevor as they go
off to different colleges. Julia asks for prayers that
their relationship would be kept strong and in
God’s will.

17.1 pray that out of his glorious riches he may
strengthen you with power through his Spirit ir
your inner being (Eph. 3:16). Brenda and Gerry
ask for prayers for the salvation for their daughter
and son-in-law, Nicole and Ryan.

18. And pray in the Spirit on all occasions with
all kinds of prayers and requests (Eph. 6:18a).
Pray for Rick and Joanne’s daughter Jennie, who
is suffering from asthma and doesn’t have the
financial resources to pay for the expensive meds
required.

19. With this in mind, be alert and always keep
on praying for all the saints (Eph. 6:18b).
Starting a two-week vacation and flying out of
Manchester to Los Angeles. We’ll be spending a
couple of days visiting with my mother who is in ¢
nursing home nearby. Pray that the Lord would



provide us with some “divine encounters” in the
course of our journey.

20. For this reason, since the day we heard
about you, we have not stopped praying for you
and asking God to fill you with the knowledge
of His will (Col. 1:9a). Pray for God’s leading in
selecting the next manager for Encore! Thrift
Shop.

21. And we pray this in order that you may live
a life worthy of the Lord and may please him in
every way (Col. 1:10a). Pray for healing for Diane
from breast cancer. She’s had two operations and
is presently undergoing a series of 32 radiation
treatments to protect against any spreading.

22. Devote yourselves to prayer, being watchful
and thankful (Col. 4:2). Flying out of LA to
Kauai, Hawaii for a week. Pray that this would be
a time of rest and re-charging of our batteries as
we anticipate returning home and getting ready for
the upcoming winter.

23. And pray for us, too, that God may open a
door for our message, so that we may proclaim
the mystery of Christ (Col. 4:3). Pray for
Thomas’ wife Amy, that she would trust God and
believe that He makes all things work together for
good to those who love him and are called
according to his purpose.

24. Pray continually (I Thess. 5:17). Pray for
Tim, that he would receive God’s wisdom and
grace in dealing with his wife’s rejection.

25. With this in mind, we constantly pray for
you, that our God may count you worthy of His
calling (Thess. 1:11a). Pray for the sale of the
Morphonius’ home, so that they can pursue God’s
calling to minister in another location.

27.Therefore confess your sins to each other
and pray for each other so that you may be
healed (James 5:16a). Pray for Joyce’s sister,

Judy, that she will receive healing in her back
following surgery this month to relieve pressure on
several discs.

28. The prayer of a righteous man is powerful
and effective (James 5:16b). Pray for Murph
Robinson, Joyce’s mom, for healing from cancer.
She’s beat it once, we pray that she’ll do it again.
29. But you, dear friends, build yourselves up in
your most holy faith and pray in the Holy Spirit
(Jude 20). Flying back to LA and on to Las Vegas
to visit with some relatives. Continue to pray for
Joyce’s sister Janet Robinson, that she would be
comforted since losing her husband so suddenly in
the spring.

30 And God heard them, for their prayer
reached heaven, his holy dwelling place (2
Chron. 30:27b). Pray for John Toner, who was
recently diagnosed with Leukemia, for strength,
courage and acceptance.

31. So we fasted and petitioned our God about
this, and he answered our prayer (Ezra 8:23).
Pray for God’s wisdom for Rev. Brian Fullerton as
they consider the options for chemotherapy. A CT
scan has revealed the presence of cancer in a few
other parts of his body.

NOVEMBER
1. Give me relief from my distress; be merciful
to me and hear my prayer (Ps. 4:1b). Pray for a
peaceful resolution to the conflict in Afghanistan.
2. The Lord has heard my cry for mercy; the
Lord accepts my prayer (Ps. 6:9). Flying home
from LA. Pray for another “divine appointment”
during this trip where we will be able to be of help
to another person in matters of faith, or vice-versa.
3. O you who hear prayer, to you all men will
come (Ps. 65:2). Pray for continued progress in
establishing peace and democracy in Iraq.
4. Praise be to God who has not rejected my
prayer or withheld his love from me!

26. The humble He guides in justice, and the
humble He teaches His way (Ps. 25:9). Continue
your prayers for the salvation of Cookie’s husbanc
and their complete reconciliation.

27. Confidence in an unfaithful man in time of
trouble is like a bad tooth and a foot out of join
(Prov. 25:19). Happy Thanksgiving! While
material and family blessings are rightfully lifted
up on this day, the original pilgrims were thanking

for thanksgiving on this day.
